· Governance of rural territories seen as a concerted and reasoned development of rural areas
In reference to international standards and injunctions regarding sustainable development, discussions incline towards the integration of the diversity of parties involved alongside decentralized or de-concentrated public institutions. Their respective roles in the development and implementation of local development strategies should also be analysed. Agricultural and environmental sectoral issues require an integrated approach. In this regard, governance issues lead to the questioning of the life-cycle of programs, of the type of collective actions, and of agricultural and rural development projects, from their instigation to their assessment, all the while monitoring their consistency with other scales.
