states which will be held in Tunis on November 5" 2019 and which will focus on young
people and women in rural, agricultural and coastal areas.

In order to tackle the high unemployment rates of young people and women, the
challenge of inclusion of the most fragile territories into the growth of the countries,
agriculture, sustainable fishing and agribusinesses are key economic sectors which
must be supported and strengthened.

These sectors can be catalysts for human capital and contribute significantly to
reduce inequalities if a targeted investment in training, capacity building and
professional integration is achieved for the most vulnerable people.
